Dear Mr. Rios:

I wrote to you on February 15, 2006 requesting the status of my seventeen (17) year old “DISCRIMINATION” and my four (4) year old “NONCOMPLIANCE” complaints.

These complaints were filed with the OFCCP, in 1989, against my employer, Pacific Maritime Association (PMA), and they have been shuffled around from your District, Area, Regional and National Offices, continuously, over the past seventeen (17) years.

To date, I have sent several letters to the OFCCP’s Regional and National Offices and I have received no “real” response to any of my letters from anyone at the OFCCP.

I did receive the “typical” OFCCP form letter - which the OFCCP utilizes when addressing the PMA issue and problem - from the Acting Regional Director of the Pacific Region, William D. Smitherman, on March 14, 2006.  

Mr. Smitherman’s letter contained the same old “spin” (lies, cover up and concealment, distortion and ignoring of substantiated material evidence and facts) which the OFCCP is famous for shoveling; if you get my drift.

I base the above comment on the overwhelming amount of substantiated material evidence and facts - that you continue to conceal, distort and ignore - which I presented in my April 25, 2006 letter to Deputy Assistant Secretary of the OFCCP’s National Office, Mr. Charles E. James, Sr., and, combined with my thirty (30) years of dealing with government officials, government agencies, Washington bureaucrats and politicians.

A copy of my April 25, 2006 letter was sent to you, Mr. Smitherman and Mr. Scott J. Bloch, U. S. Special Counsel, and eventually, one was sent to Ms. Elaine L. Chao, Secretary of Labor.

I am sick and tired of the OFCCP’s assertion that they do not have jurisdiction over the PMA or that they are sending an enforcement recommendation to their Solicitor’s Office.  

You did that before and your Solicitor’s Office sat on it for over seven (7) years and then did nothing!  They ignored your enforcement recommendation and they ignored and refused to comply with Federal Court Judge Kenyon’s court order, which is a violation of law.

That “spin” does not fly anymore.  

Judge Kenyon found the PMA to be subject to the requirements of VEVRAA and Section 503 and their implementing regulations.  That is your jurisdiction determination!  Your Solicitor’s Office cannot overrule a Federal Court Judge’s decision!  Do your job or suffer the consequences! 

The failure of the OFCCP and their Solicitor’s Office to comply with Judge Kenyon’s court order makes them co-conspirators and guilty of collusion in the perpetration of fraud and in the violation of numerous other state and federal laws.

If a response is not forthcoming soon my next action will be to file complaints, against the OFCCP, with the OIG, GAO, Department of Justice, the Houses of Congress and any other agency who may have authority, jurisdiction or enforcement powers over the OFCCP.

The response shall be what the OFCCP is doing or going to do to protect and secure my rights, immediately, and not some more of the OFCCP’s “spin”, delays, shoveling, etc.

Your expeditious response is required.
