In addition, I request a response to the numerous letters which I have sent to you.  Your response shall include: 

1) Answers to all of the questions I have submitted to you in my previous letters; 

2) A response to all of my rebuttal of the VETS’ erroneous allegations regarding my claim which I have successfully refuted in my previous letters; and 

3) A total and expeditious compliance with the numerous FOIA requests I have made in my previous letters; which shall include the two new requests above.

Your responses - which have concealed, distorted and ignored substantiated material evidence and facts - and your lack of responses - to my questions, my rebuttal evidence and my numerous FOIA requests - support and substantiate my allegations and the findings of Federal Court Judge, David V. Kenyon, regarding investigative government agencies, their “sham” investigations and their failure to properly perform and execute their mandated statutory duties and responsibilities.
