Dear Mr. James:

You have failed to appropriately respond to my letters and my FOIA requests over the past thirteen (13) months.

I now request, under the Freedom of Information Act, a full and complete copy of the following OFCCP documents and “Reports” - as mandated under the laws and provisions of 41 CFR § 60-40, 44 U.S.C. Chapter 31, 5 U.S.C. 552 and 29 CFR Part 70 - which shall include:

1) The number of cases reviewed by the OFCCP during each fiscal year beginning in 1974 or whenever the OFCCP was established until the present;

2) The number of cases referred to the Attorney General, Special Counsel,  the U.S. Solicitor’s Office or the Justice Department during each fiscal year beginning in 1974 or whenever the OFCCP was established until the present;

3) The number of complaints filed by the Attorney General, Special Counsel, the U.S. Solicitor’s Office or the Justice Department during each fiscal year beginning in 1974 or whenever the OFCCP was established until the present;

4) The nature, the status and the final outcome of each case reported on pursuant to paragraph (1), (2), and (3) above.     

I further request, under the Freedom of Information Act, a full and complete copy of any and all similar “Reports” or any other reporting documents - to any other government agency - which are mandated by law (e.g. 44 U.S.C Chapter 31) or under the provisions of the Vietnam Era Veterans’ Readjustment Assistance Act of 1974 (VEVRAA), the Veterans’ Reemployment Rights Act (VRRA) and the Uniformed Services Employment and Reemployment Rights Act (USERRA); beginning in 1970 and to the present.  

In addition, I request a response to the numerous letters which I have sent to you.  Your response shall include: 
1) Answers to all of the questions I have submitted to you in my previous letters; 

2) A response to all of my rebuttal of the OFCCP’s erroneous allegations regarding my claim which I have successfully refuted in my previous letters; and 

3) A total and expeditious compliance with the numerous FOIA requests I have made in my previous letters; which shall include the two new requests above.

Your responses - which have concealed, distorted and ignored substantiated material evidence and facts - and your lack of responses - to my questions, my rebuttal evidence and my numerous FOIA requests - support and substantiate my allegations and the findings of Federal Court Judge, David V. Kenyon, regarding the OFCCP, their “sham” investigations and their failure to properly perform and execute their mandated statutory duties and responsibilities.

An expeditious response is required.
